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Power Boat Training Safety Policy 
 

Registration 
 
All individuals and groups engaged in activities must complete a return slip and booking 

form prior to the start of activities. 

 

All participants must be confident in the water when wearing a buoyancy aid or Life Jacket.  

All participants must declare any pre-existing medical conditions before involvement in 

activities. 

 

Leadership and Supervision 
 
A Powerboat Instructor takes complete responsibility for the group including all safety 

briefings and checking that all equipment is fit for use.   The Powerboat Instructor agrees to 

comply with all the relevant Scout Assocation & RYA rules and regulations including those 

outlined in the Operating Procedures.  A register of qualified Instructors is kept by the 

Principal. 

 

Instructors must be appropriately trained & qualified. 

 

Water Based Activities (secondary) for full details see the operating 
procedures for 3rd Sudbury Scout Group 
 
Water based activities will take place in and around the Colne Estuary, Brightlingsea 

Harbour and the River Blackwater.  An activity area may be assigned to a Powerboat 

Instructor for the day depending on type of activity/training and prevailing weather and tide 

conditions. 

 

All water users and those in close proximity to the water (e.g. on the ramp) must wear an 

approved buoyancy aid or lifejacket. Other personal protective clothing and equipment are 

weather specific. 
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Designated Power boat training Area  
 

Power boat training courses will take place in the area of Brightlingsea Harbour, for high 

speed manoeuvres and Passage trip we will use the River Colne and Blackwater.  

 

It should be noted that the area has commercial traffic and care must be taken. 

Students/Scouts and Instructors should be made aware of IRPCS at an early stage within 

the training programme.

Day of Course - Pre-Course Procedures 
 

Courses will convene at BSC in the main room on the day of the course.

We will provide you with a life jacket.    

 

Toiletries - There are hot shower facilities at the club for you to use after Powerboat Training 

 

Meals 

 

Tea, coffee, squash and biscuits will be provided during the training.  Rolls will be available 

to buy on each Saturday and the galley will be open to buy lunch on each Sunday.  
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Area & Facility Familiarisation 
 

The Powerboat Instructor will brief the students on:

 The Fire Procedures and location of First Aid Equipment 

 

 The Hazards associated Power boating 

 

 The Training Area 

 

 The Boat and safety equipment including life Jackets.  

Signing Out 
 

The Power boat Instructor will complete a Passage plan (x2) including a list of names of those Scouts undertaking training and place 1 copy in 

the Harbour Master’s Office and 1 copy at the park & Ride. We will also use the VHF Radio to keep in touch. 

Course Structure 
 

The current courses provided will be RYA Powerboat 1 & 2 and will be run by the Powerboat Instructor in accordance with the RYA syllabus. 

Signing Back In 
 

On return from a training course, the PBI must ensure that the Harbour Master Office (and Park & Ride) to be informed of safe return. 
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This step is essential to ensure a search is not undertaken. 
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Emergency Procedures 
 

In the event of an Emergency Situation, the PBI assumes the lead role unless relieved of this position by the Principal. 

 

 

 

First Aid 

 

 A Club First Aid Kit is located in the kitchen. 

 

 One can also be found on board the training boat. 

 

 All instructors should have a first aid kit and hold first aid certificates  

 

 All scout leaders are first aiders too
